1. Call to Order 

Chairman Harley Kulkin called the meeting to order. 

1. Invocation by Pastor Jay Davis of Church of Nazarene.

1. Pledge of Allegiance.

Dr. Waters led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
1. Consideration to Move the Order of or Deleting an Agenda Item(s). 
Mr. Dolan asked to move 8h to follow item 4, and to move item 10 to follow the consent agenda.

Mr. Dolan motioned to approve Consent Agenda 8h.
Mr. Roberts seconded.
Motion carried 5-0.

Ms. Holecheck stated that she would check with the Party Supply Store.

Ms. Holecheck stated that Communities of Distinction notified her that the show regarding the Town of Pahrump should be airing after the first of the year. 
1. Announcements 
Dr. Waters read the announcements. 
Ms. Diane Southworth stated that the Nye County Democratic Thanksgiving Dinner would be at the Bob Ruud center November 20th. at 6:00 PM.  Also, Americorps would be having a winter clothing drive for collection at the Democratic Thanksgiving Dinner. 
1. Consideration to adopt Consent agenda items:

Consent agenda item H was heard after item 4.

Dr. Waters motioned to approve consent agenda items a-g.
Mrs. Riches seconded.
Motion carried, 4-1 with Mr. Dolan voting nay.

1. Advisory Board Reports from Advisory Board Chairpersons and/or Town Board Liaisons on the Status of Advisory Boards. 
Ms Diane Southworth let the board know about the Youth Board Halloween event and stated that they received large donations. 
Mr. John Pawlak stated that the NW-EAB stated they placed a grant to the Events Advisory Board for the Earth Day event. 
Ms. Ledbetter gave the board a short update on the way Tourism for the Town was going. 
Ms. Holecheck stated that Parks and Rec Board is working on a community meeting for January 19th for input on Kellogg Park. She also announced the Events Advisory Board grant application process is ending November 14th. 

1. Consideration to approve waiving fees for use of the RUUD Center by No-To-Abuse for an afternoon with Santa on December 12, 2014 from 4pm- 8pm.

This was heard after consent agenda. 

Ms. Julie Hargis, the No-to-Abuse director, and two of her staff approached the board and asked them to waive the fees for the event at the BRCC because it was a no charge community event. They gave a brief overview of their event. 

Mrs. Riches stated that she was in favor of this event.

Dr. Waters stated that even though this was a good event and he supported all “No to Abuse” events, he did state that he was against waiving fees and would have to vote againt it but did hope the other members would approve it. 

Mr. Dolan motioned to approve the $300.00 waiver fee for the use of the RUUD Center by No-to-Abuse/ Nevada Outreach for an afternoon with Santa on December 11th and 12th, 2014.
Mrs. Riches seconded.
Motion carried 4-1 with Dr. Waters voting nay. 

1. Consideration to approve Amendment to Development Agreement between Nye County and PV Land Investment. 

Ms. Holecheck stated that the amendment is between this company and the county. She stated that the county manger did know this item was on our agenda and currently they had no reservation about the Town Board having the discussion. 

Mr. Dolan stated the RPC was going to cover this but due to no agenda posting this would be covered next meeting by them. He stated that he felt it would be best to table this item until after the RPC deals with it which will be after the Town government has been disbanded.  

Mrs. Riches stated she knew there may be a buyer and since this would be approved long after the Town governance was over that maybe the board should issue a letter of support.
Mr. Dolan stated he understood the idea but that currently since there is no approval and the intention may change and that the letter would be too vague. 

Dr. Waters stated that even if the Town Board was around next year that the Board only has one vote so there is no voice of the board.

Mr. Kulkin stated that even though the board does not have a voice on it he still feels that people should be able to move forward on their land. 

Mr. Adams stated he felt this was asking the Town’s opinion on this item and he stated that he would hope the solar field be conformed to current height restrictions and would also make the comments that the roads Fox and Thousandaire be paved by developers along with conforming to the Nye County Ordinances of Dark Skies. 

Ms. Holecheck stated that this was exactly what the developers are asking for.

Mr. Dolan stated that his concern was when the owner bought the land that they knew about the development agreement on the land and would prefer to let the RPC and Commissioners work it out first. 

Public comment was heard. 

Mr. Adams motioned to approve checking box two along with comments being made by the board be included when submitted the letter of support to the county. 
Mr. Kulkin seconded.
Motion carried 3-2 with Mrs. Riches and Mr. Dolan voting nay.

1. Consideration to approve moving forward with the development of Last Chance Park. 

Ms. Holecheck stated that BLM has indicated they should be moving forward with this parcel and that there may be additional cost with the Stephanie Parcel. 

Mr. Adams stated Kellogg Park has been a long project and that the staff is trying to push forward. He also stated that by next year BLM would have turned over the Bannavitch property to the Town. BLM has indicated that they are moving forward on getting it done for Pahrump.

Public comment was heard. 

Mrs. Riches left before the vote due to illness. 

Mr. Adams motioned to move forward with the development of Last Chance Park.
Dr. Waters seconded. 
Motion carried 4-0.
