A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING FUNDING PARAMETERS FOR THE PAHRUMP
VALLEY FIRE RESCUE SERVICE IN CONJUNCTION WITH ADDITIONAL .05
CENT STATE SALES TAX REVENUE LEGISLATION

WHEREAS, the Town of Pahrump recognizes the need to assure potential supporters of the
proposed .05 cent sales tax increase the additional revenues will be used as proposed for
purposes within the Pahrump Valley Fire Rescue Service (PVFRS); and

WHEREAS, the Town of Pahrump also recognizes the need to assure potential supporters of the

proposed .05 cent sales tax increase the current level of funding for PVFRS will be maintained;
and

WHEREAS, the Chief of the PVFRS has indicated the additional .05 cent sales tax revenues
will be utilized initially to support the addition of four (4) Firefighter Paramedics and four (4)
Firefighter EMT I's, including wages and benefits associated with the firefighters, and any
additional revenues will be used to support fire station construction and equipment acquisition
consistent with the approved PVFRS Capital Improvement Plan; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Pahrump’s audit for fiscal year 2005-06 indicates total General Fund
revenues of $3,105,358.00, with expenditures of $968,586.00, or 31% of the revenues for public
safety, which is the fire side of PVFRS; now

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Town of Pahrump approves the purposes noted by the
PVFRS Chief and a continued expenditure of at least 31% of the Town’s General Fund revenues
for PVFRS purposes.
